How to Receive a Letter in Band

It is an honor to receive a Letter for your participation in band.  It signifies that you have gone “above and beyond” the requirements of the activity.  For that reason, there will be students who show incredible talent and do not receive one.  A Letter shows that you have put in extra time and effort.  There are established requirements to qualify for a Letter, which fall into two parts: the Basic Requirements and the Points section.  Students must meet all of the requirements from the Basic Requirements section below in order to move on to the points section.

Step One: Basic Requirements

To qualify for a Letter, students must satisfy ALL of the requirements below:

· Maintain a “B” grade in band throughout the school year

· Perform in all marching band performances during football season (if in band term 1)

· Participate in all required Symphonic Band performances during terms in which you are enrolled in band

Step Two: Points Requirements

After meeting the above requirements all students must earn a minimum of 125 points from the list of activities below to qualify for a Band Letter.  Each school year, a student will begin with zero points.  Points earned via Memorial Day Parade, Graduation, Summer Band Camp, and Alto Parade will be applied to the upcoming school year.  The director will keep track of points throughout the school year although it is highly recommended that you track your points during the year as well in case of director error.
